REQUEST FOR PROPOSALS

Architectural/Engineering Consulting Services 

for Design of the Public Safety Center and Fire Station #2

Introduction:  The City of Murray (City) is requesting submittals of proposals from

architectural/engineering teams (Consultant) to complete site planning, building plan, schematic design, design development, construction plans and specifications. The Consultant seeking to provide services should have demonstrated specialized experience in programming, planning, and design for public safety facilities and fire stations.  

The goal of the project is to provide engaging and well functioning facilities which provide classic architectural and aesthetic structures in the community demonstrating economical design and minimizing energy use.

Project Description: The project consists of designing two public safety facilities that will meet the needs of the community.  The two facilities are described as follows: 

Public Safety Center: 

The site for the project is located on a 4.0 acre track of land on the Southeast corner of 16th Street and Locust Drive.  The site is currently occupied by Fire Station #2, which will be relocated to 2059 Hwy 641 North between Woodcrafters and J Edwards Restaurant.
Preliminary space requirements include 26,500 square feet of enclosed building to house

the City’s Police Headquarters, Emergency Operations Center, Fire Department Administration, five drive-thru bays, living quarters and other associated living amenities.  
Fire Station #2:

The site for the project is located on a 1.0927 acre track of land situated at 2059 Hwy 641 North between Woodcrafters and J Edwards Restaurant.  

Preliminary space requirements include 6,500 square feet of enclosed building to house

Fire Station #2 will include three drive-thru bays, living quarters and other associated living amenities.

The deadline for submission is 5:00 p.m. Central Standard Time on October 10, 2008. 

Consultant Team: The Consultant should provide an organizational chart showing the interrelationship of the team members and key personnel.  The areas of responsibility of consultant team members are to be identified.  Provide sub consultants company name, address, contact person, and telephone number.  All architects and engineers should be registered and certified within the State of Kentucky.
Consultants should identify the team qualifications and experience for similar Public Safety projects undertaken by the Consultant within the last five (5) years.  The sub consultants’ project should be similar to the work they will perform on this project.  For each project, provide the client’s name, address, and telephone number for a contact person currently available who is familiar with the firm’s performance on each project listed.
Consultant Services: The City requires a Consultant that has experience with designing public safety buildings similar in nature and size, as well as experience in the design of energy efficiently. The Consultant will be responsible for providing all consultant services for the Preliminary and Design Phases as follows: 

Preliminary Phase 
This phase involves those activities required for defining the scope of the project and establishing preliminary requirements to include (but not limited to):

Surveying the building sites, field investigations, researching and preparing reports, recommendations, summarizing site development costs and other dynamics as discovered in the process.

Prepare project site plan; conceptual design; building and circulation layout; utility needs and alternatives required for the preliminary design considerations.

· Provide an analysis of various energy options including initial and 20 year operating cost estimates and recommendations to assist the City in comparing ideas and choosing options.

· Consideration of the physical security features of the buildings and the surrounds. Make recommendations for inclusion in the program.  Review police, security operational requirements for dispatching, radio, emergency telephone and recording systems and emergency power for inclusion in the program. 

· Provide preliminary cost estimate to test the project budget.
Design Phase

This phase includes all activities required to undertake and accomplish a full and complete project design, including (but not limited to):

· Meetings and design conferences to obtain information and to coordinate or resolve design matters.
· Preparing necessary reports and recommendations.
Preparing detailed plans, site plans, specifications, construction bid documents, and cost estimates.

· Printing and providing necessary copies of drawings and contract specifications.

Consultant Selection Criteria: 

All proposals received will be reviewed by the Mayor’s Management Team as to completeness of items required in the RFP.  The evaluation of the proposals will be a two phased process. 

Phase 1: Consultant selection will be based on project approach, previous experience on similar projects, knowledge and expertise of individuals on the team that will actually work on the project, and history of effective scheduling. 

Phase 2: The Management Team will select finalists and develop a short list of consultants (minimum of three) that will be asked to participate in an interview process. The interview presentations will be a thirty minute presentation regarding project approach, team expertise and interaction.  

The interview and final selection are anticipated to take place in October 2008 with a Notice to Proceed to be issued for November 10, 2008.
Content of Submittals:  Seven copies of the consultant proposal shall be submitted. The format shall be as follows:

· A letter of interest, including a statement of availability to complete the work.

· Qualifications and experience of the staff that would actually be assigned to the

project. Work experience shall be specific to the individual’s actual task performed on other projects.

· A proposed time line for Preliminary Phase and Design Phase.

· A demonstration that the firm understands the project through an outline of their

suggested approach to the project.

· Previous experience with design of public safety centers and fire stations.

· References, including names and telephone numbers, of previous clients with

similar projects.

· Identify any sub-consultants proposed to be used and provide requested

information on each.

Time Line for Submittals:  The deadline for submission is 5:00 p.m. Central Standard Time on November 10, 2008. Sealed proposals shall be clearly marked as such and sent to:
